In the summer of 2014, Sierra Vista High School was relocated to the Tulare Joint Union High School District's K Street
campus and occupies 6409 sq. ft. of a 21,637 sq. ft. building.

Cleaning Process

Sierra Vista Charter High School provides a safe and clean environment for students, staff, and volunteers. The district
governing board has adopted cleaning standards for all schools in the district. Basic cleaning operations are performed on a
daily basis throughout the school year with an emphasis on classrooms and restrooms. The principal works daily with the
custodial/maintenance staff to ensure a clean, safe, and functional learning environment. Due to COVID-19 the campus is
sterilized three times per day at 9:30 a.m., 11:30 a.m., and 1:30 p.m.

Maintenance & Repair

A scheduled maintenance program is administered by Sierra Vista Charter High School’s custodial staff on a regular basis, with
heavy maintenance functions occurring during vacation periods. Additionally, a scheduled maintenance program is
administered by Tulare Joint Union High School District to ensure that school grounds and facilities remain in excellent repair.
A work order process is used when issues arise that require immediate attention. Emergency repairs are given the highest
priority while regular repair requests are completed efficiently and in the order in which they are received. At the time of
publication, 100% of the school’s restrooms were in working order.

Safety of students and staff is a primary concern of Sierra Vista Charter High School. All guests who visit the campus must sign
in at the front desk for approval to be on campus. Student supervision is provided to ensure the
safety of each student throughout the day. Supervision is a responsibility shared among administration, security, and staff.

To safeguard the well-being of students and staff, a comprehensive School Site Safety Plan has been developed, with updates
occurring every fall. Revisions and updates of the Safety Plan were completed on December 6, 2019. Any revisions made to
the plan are reviewed immediately with the staff. Key elements of the Safety Plan focus on the following: disaster response
procedures, child abuse reporting procedures, suspension and expulsion policy, sexual harassment policy, teacher notification
of dangerous pupils procedures, and safe ingress and egress of pupils, parents, and school employees.

The school is in compliance with the laws, rules, and regulations pertaining to hazardous materials and state earthquake
standards. Safety drills, including fire, earthquake and violent intruder drills, are held annually. SVCHS participates in the
annual Great California Shake Out and conducts an active shooter drill where scenarios are played out and the ShorTel alert
phone system is tested.

Professional Development

Student Achievement Data is monitored regularly by the District and sites. Based on the data we have a number of areas that
have been the focus of professional development. We are in our third year of implementing PLCs with fidelity focusing on
aligning curriculum, grading, instructional practices, and interventions. In addition, ensuring appropriate supports for our
Emerging Bilinguals, Special Education, and other minority student groups is in the forefront of our professional development
activities.

The math program has changed their curriculum in Algebra 1, Geometry, and Algebra 2 therefore there has been extensive
professional development in the new curriculum and the strategies to be utilized with this new curriculum. The District provides
Instructional Coaches in the areas of math and ELD.

The district has contracted with Solution Tree to provide training and support to our PLCs as they continue to focus on the hard
work of Collaborative Teams. The District continues to provide professional development to the core departments providing
support in their process of aligning curriculum with the California Common Core State Standards, instructional strategies, and
intervention practices. Instructional Technology is another highly supported area. A majority of the professional development
activities are conducted during the school day with teachers being provided substitutes so they can attend the PD sessions
required by the District. There are also opportunities to teachers to participate or request individual support from the coaches or
access to workshops, seminars and conferences.

Additionally, staff are trained in Youth Mental Health training, CPI (Crisis Prevention Institute) training, PBIS (positive behavior
interventions) and much more.
